CERTIFICATE FOR GOOD AND FAITHFUL SERVICE
Guidelines governing the Certificate for Good and Faithful Service are established herein by authority of the Board of Directors.

PURPOSE:


To provide a means of recognition to a member of this Association or it’s Auxiliary  for good and faithful service which was accomplished on behalf of the Mississippi National Guard Noncommissioned Officers Association.

ELIGIBILITY:


To any individual or group who meets the criteria listed below.

DESCRIPTON:


This award is a walnut-like grain plaque, measuring ll l/2 X 14 inches, with a durable clear acrylic covering.  Each plaque is accompanied by an 8 ½ X 11 inch certificate showing the recipient’s name and date, signed by the President.

CRITERIA:


a.
An individual or group must have contributed Good and Faithful service to the Mississippi National Guard NCO Association.


b.
Although a single accomplishment may be deemed as qualification for this award, particular consideration should be given to those who have contributed Good and Faithful service in a sustained nature.

NOMINATION AND SELECTION PROCEDURES:


a.
Any member of the Mississippi National Guard Noncommissioned Officers Association can nominate an individual or group for this award by completing the appropriate application.

b.
Nominations can be submitted at any time during the membership year, but in order for the award to be presented at any specific event, it must be submitted a minimum of 90 days prior to such an event.


c.
Nominations will be submitted to the Awards Committee for consideration and recommendation to the President.  A clear and detailed statement should accompany the nomination.
