CERTIFICATE OF ACHIEVEMENT
Guidelines governing the Certificate of Achievement are established herein by the Board of Directors of the Mississippi National Guard Noncommissioned Officers Association.

PURPOSE:


To provide the President a means of expressing to any individual/group the association’s  appreciation for exceptional performance whereby the Mississippi National Guard Noncommissioned Officers Association has benefited.

ELIGIBILITY:


Any individual, group, or organization who meets the criteria below is eligible for this award.

DESCRIPTION:



Award shall be a walnut-like grain plaque, measuring 8 ½ X 11 inches, with a durable clear acrylic covering.  Each plaque is accompanied by an 8 ½ X 11 inch certificate signed by the President.

CRITERIA:


The following criteria shall serve as a guideline in the selection of recipients.


a.
Any individual, group, or organization must have achieved an outstanding deed or accomplishment whereby the Association has benefited.


b.
Any individual, group, or organization who the President and Board deems worthy as a result of support of, involvement with, or service in the Mississippi National Guard Noncommissioned Officers Association or the Mississippi National Guard.

NOMINATIONS AND SELECTION PROCEDURES:


a.
Nominations can be made by any member of the Mississippi National Guard Noncommissioned Officers Association and selection will be made by the President and Board of Directors of the Mississippi National Guard Noncommissioned Officers Association.


b.
Nominations will be submitted to the Awards Committee for consideration and recommendation to the President and Board.  A clear and detailed statement should accompany the nomination.
