OUTSTANDING LOCAL CHAPTER AWARD

Guidelines governing the outstanding Local Chapter Award are established herein by the authority of the Board of Directors of the Mississippi Noncommissioned Officers Association.

PURPOSE:


To recognize a Local Chapter’s outstanding support accomplished on behalf of the Mississippi National Guard Noncommissioned Officers Association or the National Guard of Mississippi.

ELIGIBILITY:


Any Local Chapter of the Mississippi National Guard Noncommissioned Officers Association who meets the criteria stated below.

DESCRIPTION:


This award shall be a wood-grained plaque reflecting local chapter recipient.

CRITERIA:


a.
A Local Chapter must have accomplished outstanding support to their community on behalf of the Mississippi Noncommissioned Officers Association and/or to the Association itself.


b.
Outstanding support performed by the Local Chapter must have been such as to clearly identify the Local Chapter as having a key role in the support of the Mississippi Noncommissioned Officers Association and/or their community.


c.
Although a single accomplishment may be deemed as qualification for this award (if it is of sufficient significance), particular consideration should be given to those Local Chapters who have supported the Mississippi National Guard Association and/or community on a sustained basis.

NOMINATING AND SELECTION PROCEDURES:


a.
Any member of the Mississippi National Guard Noncommissioned Officers Association may nominate a Chapter to receive this award.


b.
Nominations will be submitted to the Mississippi National Guard Noncommissioned Officers Association Awards Committee on or before 15 July each year for actions occurring during the previous year.  A clear and detailed statement of the nature and magnitude of the nominated Chapter must accompany the nomination.


c.
All nominations will be reviewed by the Awards Committee for final actions and recommendations to the President.  There shall be only one award presented per calendar year.
