STANDING OPERATING PROCEDURE
This committee is normally chaired by the Army Vice-President and it is his/her responsibility to encourage membership in the Mississippi National Guard Non-Commissioned Officer Association.

This chairperson must check with all Army District Directors at least once each quarter and shall assist these Directors in any way possible to increase membership within this Association.  He/She shall make every effort to visit “zero” membership units whenever possible along with the Direct Director to promote membership in that particular unit.

He/She shall make a report to the Board of Directors at each scheduled Board of Directors meeting to advise the Board of the overall status of the Army Units and report on the assistance he/she has rendered during the past quarter.

From time to time, the President shall request the Chairperson of this committee to accompany the Executive Director and himself to a Unit which has requested a briefing on the benefits of belonging to the State Association and EANGUS as well.

The Chairperson shall recommend programs and benefits to enhance membership, to the Board of Directors, and see those approved are carried out.  He/She shall insure membership applications and literature are regularly distributed.  
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
